BASKETBALL SHOT EVENT 

 
 

Boys grades 4-6 and all girls use size 28.5” basketballs, while boys grades 7-8 use 
full-sized basketballs. 
 
Each participant is given eight shots in the order given in the diagram.  The four 
closest shots count for two points, while the four longest shots count for three 
points, resulting in 20 possible points. Points are scored when the ball goes 
through the hoop and out the bottom of the net. 
 
In the event of a tie, a shoot-off will be held to determine the winner. Medals are 
awarded to the top three (3) finishers, while ribbons are awarded to the 4th thru 
10th place finishers in all divisions.
